CARE AND MAINTENANCE

How to Clean and Maintain Composite Decks

All exterior building products require periodic cleaning and Teranna is no different -
thankfully Teranna requires very little! Cleaning will help to maintain the beauty and
longevity of your deck and is a simple way of protecting your investment. We recommend

you wash your deck at least once or twice a year (in spring or summer) with water and
soap (using a scrub brush if possible following the grooves in the boards).

SCRATCH

Slight scratches don't matter and won't impact
on the appearance of your decking. A light
-  metal brush or a medium grade sanding paper
' can be used if you insist on removing such
scratches.

GENERAL DIRT & DEBRIS

The affected area should be sprayed with

a hose to remove surface debris. Use warm
soapy water and a soft bristle brush to remove
dirt and debris from the embossing pattern.

ICE & SNOW

A plastic shovel should be used to remove
snow from your deck. Use calcium chloride
or rock salt to melt the snow and ice from
the deck surface.

OIL / GREASE / FOOD

All food spills should be removed as soon
as possible. The surface must be cleaned
within seven days to maintain the stain
warranty. To remove, spray off with a hose
and use warm, soapy water and a soft bristle
brush to remove spills from the embossing
pattern.

MOULD & MILDEW

If debris such as pollen and dirt is allowed
to remain on the deck surface long term,

mould can form and attack the protective
layer causing staining.

Using a hose and warm soapy water with

a soft bristle brush, it is recommended to
remove the mould.

Cleaning Composite Decking in Three Easy Steps

The beauty of composite decking is that it requires little cleaning and if you are organised, you will be able
to get this done in a couple of hours, especially during the summer months when the decking is dry.

STEP 1
PREPARE YOUR DECKING

Before you begin cleaning, you
should remove any furniture
such as chairs, tables or plants
as this will ensure you clean all
areas and see any hidden
debris or dirt. Also, if your
decking is situated in direct
sunlight, you should plan to
work in small sections. This will
prevent dirty water and suds
from drying onto the surface
before you can wash it away.

STEP 2
BRUSH THE DECK

You should regularly set aside a
small amount of time to sweep
away any debris and keep your
deck clear of dirt.

While sweeping by hand is

an effective way to rid your
decking of dirt, you could also
use a vacuum, as the brush
attachments will allow you to
remove dirt and debris from
between the decking boards.

STEP 3
REMOVE STUBBORN DIRT

After sweeping your decking, you
may find that there is still some
stubborn dirt or stains that won't
go away. If this is the case, you
should thoroughly hose your deck
to loosen and remove any surface
debris. Mix warm water and mild
liquid detergent and, using a soft
bristled brush, clean the deck with
the cleaning solution and rinse
with water. As well as removing
stubborn dirt, this will also get rid
of any mould or mildew and so, it
is important to do this twice a year.

Can | Use A Pressure Washer?

Although using a pressure washer is no more effective than cleaning
your decking by hand, it is a much faster method, particularly for those
who have a larger deck. However, if you decide to pressure wash, it
should be done with caution as it can strip the protective coating and
damage the decking boards. You should stay a minimum of 8 inches
away from the deck surface at all times, spray in the direction of the
grain, use a wide fan-tip nozzle and rinse away any soap thoroughly.

12" (300mm) on centre for commercial applications.
All stairs should be built 12" on centre.

Composite decking is slightly more expensive
than timber, but reduced maintenance costs add
up to a greater value than timber - not to
mention the value of all the time you get to
spend enjoying your deck rather than working
on it.

How does the product fade over time?

However with all
composite products you should expect that there will
be a minor initial fading over the first 10-12 weeks.

As with other building work it is important to work safely and to take suitable
safety precautions including the wearing of protective clothes, gloves, safety
goggles and a dust mask.

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INSTALLATION
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The fence distance between two posts is
1800mm. The fencing board can be installed
lengthwise, in “L" or in “T".

Position the plate of the steel holder, then
drill some pilot holes using a drill bit with a
diameter of @12mm, and fix the plate with
the screws provided.

Insert it according to the drawing above.

Put the bottom trim between the posts
and fix it with screws (M4x19 screw).

WHERE TO START...

Before doing any cleaning, it is best to test clean an area that is hidden.
We recommend cleaning the Teranna Fencing product with warm water
and vinegar-based detergent. Do not use any metal materials, such as a

wire brush.

SCRATCH

Slight scratches can be reworked using a light

sand paper, always in longitudinal direction
or in the direction of the profile grain.

GENERAL DIRT & DEBRIS

Some heavy dirt can be removed using

a soft bristle brush or similar. Residues
like grinding dust, vegetation or organic
substances can be removed using a hose,
but water marks may be left. In this case,
a vinegar-based household cleaner with

warm water and a soft brush can be used.

After brushing, use plenty of clean water
to wash the fencing thoroughly.

OIL / GREASE / FOOD

Spills such as oil stains, food, sauce, and
beverage spills should be removed as
soon as possible.

MAINTENANCE

Clear any dirt or debris from between the
fencing boards frequently to avoid a build
up that may cause mildew.

Can | Use A Pressure Washer?

When using a pressure washer we recommend
lowering the pressure of the water outlet,

so a gentle flow of water is dispersed.

MOULD & MILDEW

Some dark or mouldy patches may
appear on the Teranna Fencing product
in areas where there is moisture or

dirt on the fence for a long period. To
remove this staining, a chlorine-based
household cleaner can be used. Apply the
recommended amount of cleaner with a
soft bristle brush, and rinse with plenty
of warm water.

ICE & SNOW

Do not use metal tools such

as a shovel or spade to remove ice and
snow as this can cause damage to the
fencing system.

EXTRA TIPS

When cleaning, and in particular
brushing; always work in a longitudinal
direction in line with the grain of the
product material.

INSTALL &
MAINTAIN EASILY

A professional cleaner can use a jetting machine, but ensure that the hydraulic
pressure is less than 1500psi, and the distance between the hose and fencing
is no less than 30cm. Failing to do this may cause damage to your fence due to

excessive water pressure.
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WEATHERING
Exposure to Sunlight & Weather Conditions

Almost all composite products will weather over time when exposed
to sunlight and other weather conditions. This cannot be avoided even
when we add high quality UV-inhibiting pigments. Some minor color
difference will exist. See examples of color maturity as below:
